S.B. Deorah College, established i n  1984 under the pioneering leadership of some visionaries of Ulubari,
Guwahati is a prominent seat of higher learning in the North East. Here, we strive to impart  quality education
to the learners who come from various parts of the region. We also try to imbibe the core values of life to the
students to become good human beings and good citizens. Affil iated to the Gauhati University, we have been
providing conventional Arts, Science and Commerce education throughout these years. One of our priorit ies is
skill development among students and we have been offering some vocational and job-oriented Certif icate
and Add-on courses. We successfully introduced two AICTE approved professional programmes BCA and BBA
under the Assam Science and Technology University (ASTU) from the  session 2024-25.

Centrally located i n  the city of Guwahati, we have very good infrastructure i n  the campus. We have
replaced the tradit ional white/green boards with Digital Interactive panels to make the classroom
environment more interesting and in ter  active. Our science laboratories are also state-of-the-art. The Central
Library, spreading to first and second floors i n  the New Academic Building, is fully computerized with SOUL
Web-OPAC facil ity and the Digital Library section is also well- equipped.

We have a 20 Mbps Internet Leased Line (ILL) to provide Wi-Fi
internet connectivity to the students as well as the faculties. Our Auditorium with seating capacity of 400 is
air-conditioned. Our main conference room is also fu l l  air-conditioned and fitted with parallel display
systems, PTZ camera etc. We also have a well-equipped and fully furnished Girls’ Hostel i n  the campus. We
have recently renovated the College Canteen and added a Recreation Room cum Yoga Centre for the benefit
and welfare of the  college fraternity. Moreover, the existing Folk and Ethnic Museum has been renovated with
a new outlook and got inaugurated by Dr. Ranoj Pegu, Hon’ble Minister of Education, Govt, of Assam.

Maintenance of discipline, punctuality and regularity is the top priority of this inst i tut ion. The Internal
Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) of the College takes care of improving quality and suggests measures for an
overall growth and development of the college. Apart from NAAC accreditation, our College has been also
listed under NIRF since 2019-20. We have established an Institution’s Innovation Council (IIC) as per Guidelines
of AICTE and organized various programmes on entrepreneurship, start-up,  innovation etc. We are trying our
level best to provide the best facilities and qualities for the students required in a Higher Educational
Institution.

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A Brief History :

Sreenivas Basudev Deorah College, popularly known as S.B. Deorah College, nestles i n  an ideal  location i n
the arterial G.S.Road of Guwahati.This inst i tut ion, initially Ulubari College, was inaugurated i n  the evening of
9 th September, 1984 with 75 students enrolled for Higher Secondary programme, i n  the premises of the
neighbouring Ulubari High School. The College has been set up with the painstaking efforts of a few
academically conscious personalities who felt the need of an inst i tut ion of higher education i n  the Ulubari
locality. Late Chidananda Das, former Registrar of Gauhati University, was the founder President of the Steering
Committee of the College. From 9 th September 1987 onwards, the college started functioning from i ts own
temporary Assam-type shed. I t  was upgraded to the status of Degree College i n  the  same year.

S. B. Deorah Charitable Trust was entrusted to construct a two- storeyed RCC building with a pl inth  area of
9000 sqr. feet for the college, as finalized i n  a public meeting held on 4 th November, 1989. Accordingly, the
building was constructed with the required infrastructural facil i t ies including administrative work, teaching-
learning and co-curricular activities. To honour and recognize the contribution of the trust, the Ulubari College
Authority renamed the  college after Sreenivas Basudev Deorah or S. B. Deorah College. The college is affiliated
to the Gauhati University and came under the deficit grant-in-aid schemes of Government of Assam on
1 1 thJanuary, 1 996. I t  has attained permanent UGC registration under Section 2(f) & 1 2(B) of UGC Act, 1 956, i n
the year 2005.

The college has been impart ing quali ty  education for more than 40 years since its inception and continues
to grow with time. I t  stands as an emblem of knowledge and wisdom where the students are nurtured to be
better individuals and responsible citizens of the nation. An eff icient and f irm administration along with a team
of dedicated and sincere faculty members are committed to the goal of providing quality education and
creating a harmonious and healthy environment making the students self-sufficient and instilling i n  them the
confidence to realize their  dreams. The college is enriched with students not only from Assam, but thronging
from various neighbouring North-Eastern States, showcasing a culturally diverse yet united students’
community as a whole.

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Adoption of FYUGP under NEP 2020 by Gauhati University

Gauhati University’s Four-year Undergraduate Programme (FYUGP) adheres to the UGC’s Curriculum Frame-
work. The FYUGP’S Course Structure is based on the CBCS (Choice-Based Credit System). The FYUGP is mostly
based on the liberal arts education system.

Salient Features

• Duration: Under NEP’s FYUGP, one has a 4-year Degree Programme.

• Exits & Entries: Under FYUGP, one has the choice to exit from the Programme thrice - after one year,
after two years, and after three years. I f  one exits the Programme after one year, she/he gets a
Certif icate. I f  one exits after two years, she/he gets a Diploma. I f  one exits after three years, she/he gets
a Bachelor’s Degree. And finally, i f  a student completes the whole 4-years, she/he gets a Bachelor’s
Degree (Honours).

• Honours and Major : In FYUGP, a student gets a Bachelor’s Degree with Major after 3 years and a Degree
with Major & Honours after 4 years.

• Progression : If a student exits the FYUGP after 3 years, she/he will need to take admission in to  the first
year of a Master’s Programme, which is a 2-years Degree Programme. However, i f  a student fully
completes an FYUGP, she/ he needs to take admission into the second year of a Master’s Programme and
needs to complete only one year to get a Master’s Degree.

FYUGP Has Two Parts:

A) Core Courses & B) Common Courses

Different students study different core courses, and all students study the common courses.

A) Core Courses : These are Discipline Specific Compulsory Papers to be studied by the students. Al l  the
papers under this category will carry four credits each-a minimum requirement of 84 Credits i n  totality
and 21 courses (papers) i n  total.  At least two core subjects need to be studied. Usually, for majority of the
students, the core course will consist of one major  and one minor. Students can opt for two minor courses
too, i n  lieu of opting major.

B) Common Courses : The common courses are to be studied by all students alike and all together they carry
a total credit  of 36 over a three-year period. The common courses are further divided into 5 sub
categories:

1 . Multi-Disciplinary Courses (MDC) : All UG students must take three introductory-level courses,
relating to any of the broad disciplines. These three courses will carry 3-credits each from the five
sub-groups of courses from semesterl -3.

2.  Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC) : This is an 8-credit course covering Modern Indian Languages
(MIL) and English usage (communication),  each covering 4 credits. Thus, a student needs to
complete two papers carrying a credit  of 2 each from English usage and from the group of MIL.

3 .  Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) : These are various skill courses with total credit  allocation of 9.
Al l  students need to complete three skill courses, each with 3 credits during semestersi -3.

4.  Value Added Courses(VAC) : These courses aim to enable the students to acquire and demonstratec
certain values. Al l  together they will have a credit  allocation of 6.

5.  Internship Courses (INT) : Al l  students need to carry out internship with credit allocation of 4 i n
semesters 5-6.

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STUDENTS’ SUPPORT SERVICES

College Library:
S.B. Deorah College has a modern fully computerized Central Library having more than 17,500

collections of texts and reference books. The l ibrary has shifted to a newly constructed state-of-the-art duplex
building spreading over an area of around 350 square meter i n  the  first f loor and 250 square meter i n  the second
floor of the  building. The l ibrary regularly subscribes to latest publication of books in different subject areas for
Arts, Science and Commerce streams. Besides books, the library also subscribes to a good number of periodicals
and research journals pertaining to different subjects taught i n  the college. Popular magazines, dozens of daily

and weekly, regional & national newspapers etc.
are also available in the reading room of the
library. The Library practices Open Access System
which allows the users to go to the stacks of books
from which he /  she can select the desired book.
Online Public Access System (OPAC) available in
the library helps them to search books using
different operators like author, title, subject etc.
The l ibrary serves the students, faculty and
employees of the college in their curriculum
preparation, leisure reading, teaching and
research activities. I t  has separate reading room
facil it ies for both students and teachers.

The library provides free Internet facil i ty to the students over a number of networked computers
available in the reading room which help them to access various online e-resources of their curriculum and also
help them to develop their all-round knowledge. I t  has the facil ity to access various online e-resources through
INFLIBNET’s N-LIST (National Library and Information Services).

Infrastructure for Scholarly Content) programme which provides access to more than 6,000 online e-
journals, more than 1 ,95,000 e-books covering a wide range of subjects in the f ield of science, social science,
humanity etc.  Besides, the library also has an Institutional (IR) cum Digital Library on the cloud server
http://www.sbdeorahcollege.digitall ibrary.co.in/ through which Repository publications of the college,
previous question papers as well as various online e-resources can be accessed by the students and academic
fraternity. The library has recently introduced cloud based WebOPAC which allows users to access l ibrary
catalogues online remotely from anywhere through the websitehttps: //sbdcollegelibrary.webopac. on l ine/ .
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The l ibrary also maintains a Book Bank Cell which benefits of students belonging to economically weaker
sections of the society. These books are issued for a fu l l  session to the bonafide deserving students of the
college. The l ibrary is also organizing user orientation programme for the freshers i n  order to make them
familiar with the library systems and procedures.
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
